¶ The original ñBoard of Directorsò of The Lodge consisted of former St. Louis Cardinal great Stan Musial, 

broadcaster Joe Garagiola, and former St. Louis mayor A.J. Cervantes. 
 
¶ The Lodge and itôs communities have been featured twice in Paris ñVogueò. 
 
¶ The Lodge was designed by famous Hollywood architect, Howard Frank. 
 
¶ Tennis great, Bobby Riggs, celebrated his 70th birthday at The Lodge. 
 
¶ The Lodgeô Japanese Gardens were designed by Buffy Murai, a well-known, Hollywood set designer 

who worked with legendary film director Michael Todd on Around The World In 80 Days. 
 
¶ Many of The Lodge walls were created from Missouri fieldstone. 
 
¶ The Lodge first opened when the county was dry and no liquor could be served by the drink. Guests 

would bring their own bottles to have The Lodge store them.

  LAKE OZARK FUN FACTS 

 
¶ The Lake runs 92 miles end to end. 

¶ At roughly 1,300 miles, the total shoreline of the Lake of the Ozarks is longer than the coastline 

of the Entire State of California. 

¶ The Lake is the largest man-made lake in the United States, completed in 1931 by the Union 

Electric Company of St. Louis, Missouri 

¶ The Lake is the largest privately owned lake in the nation. It is owned by AmerenUE. 

¶ The total cost to build Bagnell Dam was approximately $30 million (nearly $360 million in to-

day’s money). 

¶ At 17,741 acres, Lake of the Ozarks State Park is the largest park in Missouri. 

¶ Lake of the Ozarks covers 61,000 acres and contains 617 billion gallons of fresh water; enough 

to supply the city of St. Louis for a decade. 

¶ The actual average depth of Lake of the Ozarks is no more than 60 – 80 ft.
